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From the Rectory, Revd Kathy Roberts writes:  
 

In his book Dethroning Mammon, Archbishop Justin Welby said that 

when he was working as Group Treasurer of Enterprise Oil he was 

asked but what is a Christian treasurer that anyone else is not. (Welby 
2016:8) The question caused me to reflect further. What is the     

difference between being a Christian in our communities and     

someone who does not profess to be a Christian?  

 

Some people call Christians ôGod-botherersõ, which is of course sup-

posed to be derogatory. Actually, , God likes us to bother him, about 

anything and everything, any time, anywhere. The God-botherers in a 

community, Jesus said, are to be salt and light, people who live truth 

and do love in ways that are generous and sometimes sacrificial. Itõs 

not easy. Sometimes we would rather do our own thing rather than 

Godõs thing. Sometimes we get misunderstood and maligned, and we 

get hurt by those we want to serve.  

 

In his first letter the apostle Peter says itõs not a disgrace to suffer as 

a Christian, itõs an honour! (I Peter 4:16). Frankly Iõd rather not have 

that kind of honour! Looking beyond our natural shrinking away from 

discomfort and suffering, the difference being Christian makes in    

our lives is how we respond and how we cope. Are we able to      

forgive when we have been slandered and hurt? How do we live out 

that forgiveness? Do we resist retaliating? Do we refrain from        

gossiping?  

 

Christians all over the world are being actively persecuted. And  iron-

ically, where there is great suffering, the church is growing! There is 

clearly something infectious and irresistible in the way suffering Chris-

tians respond to injustice and hate. As followers of Jesus, they can 

only respond in the way that the Master has shown them. Can we do 

less?   

 

Thy Kingdom Come  
In the period between Ascension and Pentecost we have been invited 

to join Christians around the world to pray between Ascension and 

Pentecost for more people to come to know Jesus Christ.
