THOUGHT 30TH AUGUST 2020 Luke 10:1 ¢ 9
This week, ending on August 31st, is called “St Aidan and St Hilda
Week”! On 25th August St Hilda’s remains were placed in a shrine and
her life was celebrated. St Aidan died on the 31st August. They both
lived during the second half of the seventh Century, and were good ‘soul
friends’, working together for the ‘common good’. | think it good that
you know something about two of our most inspirational saints, who
worked for much of their lives in the north of England. Aidan is often
called “the people’s saint’. He travelled from Ireland to bring Christianity
to English-speaking people through love, not fear, so that it took
root firmly in their hearts. He established a mission community, and the
first recorded school for English children, at Lindisfarne. He is a
model of a gentle, unthreatening but prophetic Christian who creates a
prejudice-free environment where God’s love could flourish. He was a
fearless dedicated missionary, like Jeremiah, who was obedient to the
Call of God to bring the faith to an originally resistant people. Hilda was
invited by Aidan to pioneer women’s ministry among the English. She
fostered callings among rich and poor, sent missionaries far and wide,
and crossed the divide between the Roman and the Irish Missions. She
was highly regarded as a ‘spiritual mother’ far beyond the bounds of her
own country, as the first British woman to lead a mixed community for
prayer and mission. She fulfilled Christ’s famous ‘mission mandate’ to go
out boldly to share good news in the countryside. These two saints are
particularly honoured in the “Community of Aidan and Hilda” —a
worldwide movement of Christians who seek to cradle a Christian
spirituality for today, to renew and heal. Stephen
